English Exam Overview

1. Reading
Candidates will read 2-3 articles and respond to comprehension questions designed to assess
critical thinking and vocabulary skills.

2. Writing
Applicants will complete a written task of approximately 300 words in one of the following
styles: narrative, informal/formal letter, article, opinion essay, or review. The task will evaluate
the candidate’s ability to effectively communicate complex ideas in written English,
demonstrating:

¢ Clear and controlled use of organizational patterns
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e Appropriate use of connectors and cohesive devices

3. Oral Examination

Following the written exam, candidates will participate in a group oral assessment. The oral
exam will simulate a real-life discussion and will include the following components:

e A brief self-introduction

¢ Commentary on a current issue

e Description of a specific topic

e Exchange of views and development of arguments

The oral exam is designed to assess the candidate's ability to communicate ideas fluently and

interact effectively.

4. Duration of the oral Examination

The oral examination is expected to last approximately 10-15 minutes per candidate.

Sample Tasks

Below are examples of the types of questions or prompts candidates may encounter during the

exam:

» Reading: Analyze a paragraph and explain the author’s perspective. Candidates may
encounter: Multiple choice, Matching headings to paragraphs, True/False/Not Given or
Yes/No/Not Given, Sentence completion, Summary/note/diagram completion, Short-answer
questions

» Writing: Compose an opinion essay on a topic such as "The impact of social media on
communication. "

» Oral: Engage in a group discussion about a topic, such as “The pros and cons of renewable
energy.”

These examples are indicative and aim to familiarize candidates with the format and expectations

of the exam.
